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Implementation protocols for the
International Tourism Revival Initiative

Dear Members,

The Ministry of Environment, Forestry and Tourism hosted a press conference on Tuesday, 25 August 2020,
outlining the protocols for the revival of international tourism and announced the reopening of Hosea Kutako
International Airport as from 1 September 2020.

Subsequently, a number of applicable documents have been sent to you by the office via WhatsApp:

- Implementation of Protocols for the International Tourism Revival Initiative

- Health Questionnaire for Tourism Revival Initiative Travelers

- Checklist for Assessment of Accommodation Establishment under the Tourism
Revival Initiative

- Certification Application Form for the Accommodation Establishments

We welcome this decision.

However, there are a number of uncertainties that need to be clarified. Not all details are available at present, as
the speech was not 100% clear on the practicalities concerned. Whilst a number of questions remain
unanswered, we ask that members forward us their questions / uncertainties in writing - either via SMS /
WhatsApp / E-mail and we will try to obtain clarity on these issues as soon as possible.

Questions received will be assembled and forwarded to the relevant ministries next week for detailed feedback
and clarification on the protocol and procedures.

Unfortunately, with global developments, it appears that a number of countries have again proceeded to close
their borders.

More information will be shared as and when it becomes available.
